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Profile—Jacob and Jennie K er ssbhoom

Jacob.

| was born in Arnhem in the Netherlands in the early days of WW.2
My earliest memory was the sight of alied paratroopers descending
from a seemingly endless stream of transport aircraft. Thiswasthe
commencement of the “ Battle of Arnhem”, the purpose of which was
to capture the bridge over the river Rhine to enable allied troops to
crosstheriver. We were evacuated to the country side during thistime
and spent 9 months living with my grandparents. After the war was
over we returned to Arnhem.

In 1952 my parents decided to migrate and sunny Australia was the
chosen destination. My parents, sister, brother and | set sail on the ship
Fairstar for our six week journey, via the Panama Canal, to our new
homeland. Accommodation on the ship left alot to be desired, with
200 bed male dormitories at the front of the ship and 200 bed
dormitories for females at the stern. This meant that our family was
split up for the duration of the trip. The first contact with Australiawas
atransit stopover in Sydney, which was experiencing a dockland
strike. This delayed our eventua disembarking in Melbourne by a
further three days.

Upon arrival in Melbourne we were met by the proprietors of the
private hostel in The Basin and driven to our temporary new “home”.
After 6 weeks we moved to Mansfield, where my father had obtained
work in his chosen occupation as baker. The job came with the
provision of ahouse, although the standard of which was almost
prehistoric, especially to my mother who had enjoyed al the mod cons
of the erain urban Arnhem. This house had no running water or hot
water service, an outhouse a the back of the block, water pipes from
the tanks which often froze solid during the winter months and was
unfurnished. (We did not have any furnishings of our own at that
stage.) It was quite an ordeal for us al. In addition to the above we
were almost unable to speak or understand the English language so all
our problems seemed to have been magnified.

After five yearsin Mansfield we moved to Eildon and after attending
Alexander High School for two years, | went to work for the National
Australia Bank, commencing back in Mansfield. | have worked in
branches throughout Victoria (as assistant auditor, teller relieving teller
and branch manager) as well as stintsin Head Office and State
Administration. The last ten years were spent in the Data processing
centre. | remained in Melbourne for the last thirty five years(in the
same house for the past 33 years). | retired from the Bank in 1998 after
39 years service.

Jenny

| was born in Wonthaggi, the youngest in the family, | have two older
brothers. My parents owned a property 14 kms out of Wonthaggi, an
area called Bridge Creek. We ran sheep and cattle, | have very fond
memories of awonderful life growing up on the farm, it was a busy
life but as children it was a carefree life, everything was home grown
or home produced.

High school days were spent at boarding school, this was a very happy
time for me having all this female companionship many of us are great
friends to this day.

After school days | went back to the farm with the rest of the family. |
got ajob as adental nurse with the local dentist in Wonthaggi he also
had a practice in Leongatha and Foster. We also treated the prisoners
on French Island when it was a prison farm. This meant a sea crossing
from Corinellain aterrible little boat in all types of weather, those
three years were full of adventure.

Now 21 it was time to see the world? | went overseas with the YAL
(Young Australia League) a chaperoned group of 20 young girls, we

sailed on the“ Gallileo” from Fremantle February 1965, through the
Suez Canal to Naples Overland through Europe to England, Scotland
and Wales and returning on the “ Northern Star” viathe Canary
Islands, Capetown, Durban, Fremantle, Adelaide, Melbourne six
months later. It was afabulous trip we were billeted into private homes
on most occasions and met some wonderful people. We experienced
many opportunities which we would not have had individually.

On returning from overseas | had a stint with the School Dental
Service. That was an experience that lasted six months. During this
time | learnt how expensive it wasto livein the city. At least | could
walk to work from my bed sitter in South Yarra. | can remember my
mother being horrified at the accommodation.

Next it was dental nursing in Collins St, which lasted for three years. |
then decided there must be a cheaper way to see the world. | joined the
Travel Industry with Dalgety’ swhen they had atravel department. |
was there for nearly three years looking after cargo passenger ships
travelling the Pacific and to Europe. | was offered afew “ educational
trips’ on cruise ships and flying tripsto Shri Lanka, Singapore and
Hong Kong.

| had met Jacob by now. We became engaged and life was starting to
get serious, we were married in June 1971.

| changed jobs about the same and went to Patrick’ s Stevedoring
Travel for 2% years, more“ educational trips’ Fiji, Japan and Hong
Kong.

Welived in aflat in Clifton Hill for 18months (long before it became a
trendy suburb).We then bought a house in Doncaster and we are till
there today, it has had afew major changes along the way.

Our daughter Emmawas born October 1973 and Marni in September
1975, | spent these years at home with the girls while Jacob managed
various NAB branches around the suburbs.

| started part time work when Marni was in grade 4, with David Jones.
| enjoyed that for two years especialy at saletime.

Next was atwo year period with NAB card services. Then | spent nine
years with Shell Australiaretiring February 1998.

Since retiring we have continued to travel widely within Australia and
overseas. Some of the most enjoyable trips have been the tag-along
4WD safari trips one through the Kimberley and west coast. The
second trip was through Arnhem Land to the Gove Peninsula and the
Gurig NP on the Cobourg Peninsula.

We leave again towards the end of June for another tag-along, this
timeto Cape Y ork. We meet the party in Atherton, far north
Queensland..

Emmaand Marni still keep us busy trying to coordinate their travels
and ours. Emma has lived in London for past five years. She married
her Englishman inthe YarraValey in April thisyear and has returned
to London, we hope not for ever.

Marni lives and worksin Ballarat aswell as doing a post graduate
course in Melbourne.

We enjoy our golf, walking and gardening and we have certainly
enjoyed the company of the many friends we have made and the
outings we have participated in through the Probus Club for which we
thank you all.
