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President’s M essage —Peter Fishley

No doubt you have heard that plastic bags, now given away by
shops, are to become chargeable items. A charge of five cents each
has been suggested. The aim, of course, is designed to stem the tide
of plastic bags flowing in to our waterways, our oceans, our road-
side verges and our landfills. The present-day plastic bag has alife
expectancy of over 100 years before it begins to break down. Thisis
unfortunate, as plastic bags are strong, light, commodious and handy.
What is more, many people recycle them asliners for their kitchen
tidies.

However, dl isnot lost, because it is possible to buy degradable-
plastic bags and bin liners. These products have a shelf life of about
two yearsif kept away from sunlight and places where excessive
heat builds up. When the bags are put into service, an inbuilt
chemical ensures they slowly degrade. When a discarded bag is
placed in landfill, disintegration is rapid. Fragments of the
disintegrating bag are then worked on by micro-organisms,
absorhing them so that no bag pieces or harmful residues remain to
pollute the environment.

My family has been using degradable bin liners for two years and
finds them satisfactory. In fact, an outer wrapper | kept from the first
roll of bags | used has now disintegrated after being put awvay to
show you, so it appears that the manufacturers shave made the
wrappers as environment friendly as the bags themselves.

Many of you will have switched to using your own shopping bags to
convey your purchases. Some specialty stores have jumped ahead of
the others and are selling goods in clearly marked degradable plastic
bags that look much like the ones we are used to: if you know of a
supplier of such bags, let me know.

However, | urge you to make sure the bin liners you purchase are
either paper ones made for the purpose, or plastic ones marked
DEGRADABLE. You and your fellow 129 Probians can make a
profound difference towards the betterment of the environment if we
do so: even more if we spread the word. SPeter

Repliesto Suggestions Received

At the August Club Meeting three suggestions were received. All
were considered by the Committee at its meeting that afternoon.

1. Collection of Corksfor Charity

Thefirst was a proposal that the club collect corks (including plastic
ones) for recycling to raise money for training Melbourne Zoo's
elephants, including its newly acquired females, and for fitting out its
new orang-outang enclosures. Corks are a valuable commodity, and
have netted the Melbourne Zoo $228,000 aready. The Committee
approved the suggestion, so all you need do is collect your corks and
bring them to a club meeting. Lois Mason will parcel them up when
we have a sufficient quantity to dispatch. Two other organisations
collecting corks are Guides Victoria, for the purchase of tents, and
The Body Shop, for raising funds for the protection of the
environment. All are worthy causes, so take your pick.

2. ActiviesLeadersPresentation

The second suggestion was that we return to the presentation of
information about activities directly by the Activities Leaders. As

you know, the Committee instituted a new arrangement of reporting,
to streamline the progress of the meeting and to avoid repetition of
information aready provided in the Newsletter. By and large it
achieved this aim. But anumber of people felt that it took the heart
and soul out of the meeting and denied members the opportunity to
identify with the Activities Leaders. The former arrangement aso
provided public-speaking practice for the presenters, they said. The
Committee acknowledges these sentiments, and has decided to revert
to the earlier style of presentation but with Activities Officer John
Mugridge or his deputy conducting this segment of the meeting.
Activity Leaders wishing to address the members will need to inform
him prior to the meeting so that he can call upon them when
appropriate. Asthe total allocated time for the segment is fifteen
minutes, speakers will need to be brief in their presentations. It is not
expected that dl thirteen Activity Leaderswill need to speak.

3. Rédigious Observanceat Probus Functions

The third suggestion was that there should be no religious
observances at our Probus functions. The writersreferred
specifically to our practice of saying grace at our Christmas
Lunch. They reminded the Committee that Probusis non-
religious and non-political. The Committee acknowledges this.
But it is aso conscious that we are having a Christmas (Christ
Mass) Lunch to celebrate what Chrigtians believe to be the
most momentous event ever to occur in the relationship
between God and man. The Committee believes that its
members wish to preserve this connection. A way of doing this
- and of expressing our gratitude for our lives and the benefits
we enjoy, while ever mindful of those with little or nothing -
has been to put it into a grace. However, there are other ways
of showing our gratitude for the gift and celebrating it. One
obvious way is through the decorations we display at
Christmas, such as the baby in the crib, the Star of Bethlehem,
and the real or graphic lighted candles we use to represent
procession and adoration. Another is the giving of gifts
(especialy to charities), reminiscent of the gifts brought to the
Christ-child; and another the singing of carols; and another, the
spoken word. In fact, the more you think about it, the whole
celebration of Christmasis areligious observance. Australiais
recognised around the world as a Christian country: it islittle
wonder that the make up of Probus clubs, including this one,
reflects that fact. So, unless our club wishesto buck what is
after dl, anationa religious observance by emasculating it to a
time of unfocused frivolity and conspicuous consumption,
Christ will remain at the heart of our Christmas. Y our
Committee has, therefore, taken the view that it would be
contradictory to “... make a decision that there should not be
any further religious observances at our Probus functions,”
Christmas being the religious observance we are celebrating
through our Christmas function. On the matter of the grace
itself, no decision was made, except to note that since our
inception it has been the prerogative of the President to say (or
not say) grace. The Committee, therefore, resolved that the
matter be left there.

Profile— Pat Mclnerney

| was born on September 15, 1940 at the "lying in" hospital in
Freeman street, Fitzroy. Freeman street runs alongside the
Brunswick Street oval, the then home of the "Mighty Fitzroy
Football Club". | suspect | was given atransfusion of Fitzroy
blood at birth and barracking for the Lions became a big part
of mine and my family'slife. Fitzroy's Best and Fairest medal
was named after my father. We al suffered when the club was
taken over in 1996. (Bev, never have Ross Oakley as a guest
speaker. | couldn't be responsible for my actions that day !! )

| lived in the one house in Northcote from the day | was born
until the day that | was married.

My primary schooling took place in Thornbury and my
secondary education was at Santa Maria College, Northcote.
After matriculating in 1956, | went to Melbourne Teachers
College where | completed my Trained Primary Teachers
Certificate in 1959. My first school was Research, and as 1'd
never heard of the place, | assumed I'd done very well in my
studies and had been appointed to the Research Branch of the
Education Department. | was shocked when someone told me
it was a place out past Eltham ! My next appointment was to
the RAAF base at Laverton.Here everyone was given arank,
and | was"Leading Aircraft Woman" Mitchell. The school
principal was a Group Commander. From there | was sent to
Lynch Road , Fawkner.

About thistime, 1960, awild man came out of the jungles of
New Guinea and swept me off my feet. He proposed the
second night we went out and we were married 20 months
later. He has been heard to say, in defence of his rashness, that
he hadn't seen a white woman for 2 years, but no matter what
he says, | didn't say "Yesplease" and "Thank you" !!!

We were married in September and moved into our present
house in December 1962, making that 44 yearsin this area.
The following April , sadness hit the happy home when our
first children, twin boys, were born prematurely and only
lived ashort time. 6 more children followed in the next 8
years, 4 boys and 2 girls, and asthey say in the classics "the
joint was jumping"

Life revolved around children, school, kinder, sporting clubs,
and watching Fitzroy every Saturday.

After 12 years at home | went back teaching to pay for the
childrens' dental work, secondary school fees, and afamily
holiday each year. | resumed my teaching career at St.
Joseph's Collingwood, and that's when my education really
began !!. The people were tough but the salt of the earth and
those 10 years were probably the best years of my teaching
career.

In 1990 | saw the film "Shirley Vaentine" (twice) and it
spoke to me loud and clear, so as Kerry wouldn't come with
me, | set off alone on my first overseas trip, 6 weeksin
Ireland.

| retired from teaching in 1991 and have never been busier
doing all the usual things retirees do, volunteer work,
travelling, playing tennis, minding grandchildren and
generally feeling quite overwhelmed with how fortunate a life
